Your
club will be part of a network of schools across the
USA creating real, lasting change in rural Uganda.

Since 2014, we've been transforming access to education for children in rural
Amolatar District, Uganda, with a vision of equipping every child with the tools
they need to break cycles of poverty forever. By starting a FAF Club, you'll
become part of our frontline team taking action to make a difference.

FIRST STEPS TO STARTING A CLUB

You'll need a Teacher sponsor from your school to oversee your club meetings.
Contact your favorite Teacher and ask if they'd be your sponsor! If they can't
commit to sponsorship, ask them for leads of other teachers who might be able to.

You'll need approval from your school Administration
to launch your club officially. Use this kit as a tool to
create your own club constitution.

Come up with a weekly meeting date & time
your club will meet. We've found that clubs who
meet weekly usually make the biggest impact.

Launch your club with a BANG by advertising
your first meeting in creative ways. Club Fairs or
Freshman Orientation Days are a great way to
attract new members.

While you participate in your club activities, your sister school is completing their
Skills for Life lessons 8,000 miles away in Uganda! Take the second meeting of the
month to choose a lesson from the Skills for Life curriculum (linked here) and
complete the activities! This will not only help you better understand your sister
school, but also give you something to discuss with your pen pals!

NOTE: Club leaders should (as much as possible) choose the activities before the
meeting so they can lead their group in the activity/make sure they have all the
materials they need!

WEEK THREE: GLOBAL CITIZENSHIP TRAINING

Your third meeting of the month should be dedicated to a Global Citizenship
training! These can be found in our Global Citizenship Curriculum (linked here).
You do not need to complete these in any order; it is up to you and your club
leaders what you'd like to learn about that week! You can also find additional
resources in our Clubs Only Blog (linked here - password: Uganda), which is
updated monthly!

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RESTAURANT FUNDRAISER: Host a fundraising night with a different restaurant
every month & invite the whole school to come!

DARES FOR DONATIONS: Have Teachers or Staff from your school accept dares
if you reach a certain level of donations raised. (Dye their hair blue, Rap over the
school intercom, play baby food roulette)

HOLIDAY "GRAMS": Sell candy with messages attached (Val-O-Grams or
Candycane Grams) and coordinate their delivery to students in class.

BAKE SALE: FAF Clubs are KNOWN for their EPIC Bake Sales! Have each member
of your club bring a baked item to sell after school (don't forget vegan & gluten

free), and create a welcoming table in a high traffic area. Tell your customers how
they're making a difference, blast Ugandan pop music & make it a fun experience!

VIRTUAL TALENT SHOW/RAP BATTLE/COMEDY NIGHT: Host an in-person or
Virtual event like a "Battle of the Bands" or a talent show. Sell tickets to attend
the event, or create "Watch Party Packages" to sell that include snacks and swag.

SCAVENGER HUNT: Sell tickets to participate in a school wide (or city wide!)
Scavenger Hunt! Use a portion of your proceeds to reserve a great prize for the
winner, like an Amazon gift card or even cash!
